You
can use dots and batiks, strips and
solids, small asian prints and
solids...the choice is yours. What
makes it work is the interplay of
light and dark values. Stop by and
check it out.

The other pattern is one that I made
up when I was exploring what to do
with Jelly Rolls! I have never under-
stood the charm of using these
prepackaged cut strips of fabric until
I started playing around with them.
What happened is a fun quilt that
takes the strips and with two cuts
and your piecing technique and
voila, a fast quilt for you or to be
given away! I have Jelly Rolls in
batiks cut and ready to roll on out of
here, along with the pattern. 

We’ve just received a new shipment of
batiks, just in time to use in these two
projects! Quite a few bolts of lights
came in so if you are in the need of
light batiks, come in while they are
still available.

Some of Kaffe Fasset’s new lines have
also arrived. He is one of my favorite
designers and continues to amaze me
at what he comes up with both pattern
and color wise.
